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 Tests: (ACT, EOCs, Field Tests)
ACT: Juniors
In August, 2011, North 
Carolina Legislature has 
passed a new requirement 
that all high school juniors 
take the ACT.
 
Southern Wake Academy is 
required to give all juniors the 
ACT on March 6, 2012. 
The test is free for students.  
While this is a State required 
test, they can still use this 
score to send to colleges. 
Starting in 2013, the ACT will 
be counted in the school’s 
accountability and 
performance formula. 

Students who have 
accommodations will be able 
to use those during the ACT. 

To prepare the juniors for 
the ACT, Kaplan Test Prep 
and Admissions group will 
be giving the ACT practice 
test for all Southern Wake 
Academy juniors on 

November 15, 
2011 starting at 
9:00 AM

After the test: 
Kaplan will be 
holding a seminar 
for parents and 
students to pick up 
their scores, 
receive a 
comprehensive 

analysis of their 
performance and 
understand their 
strengths and 
weaknesses.

English II Field 
Test:

All students who are 
enrolled in English II this 
semester will be taking the 
English II Field test ONLINE 
on Thurs November 
17, 2011 at 9:00AM.
